with a wet towel and crouch low when you make your escape.

When you leave Japan, return your Residence Card to the Immigration
Bureau at the airport or port. If you are leaving with the permission for re-

entry including special re-entry, it is not necessary to return the card.

I Returning Your Residence Card

When foreigners who are in possession of a Residence Card cease to be mid-
to long-term residents, or the term of validity of their Residence Card
expires, or they leave Japan with a re-entry permit but fail to return before
the permit expires, or their Residence Card becomes invalid for some other
reason, they must return the card to the Director of Immigration Services
Agency of Japan within 14 days of the card becoming invalid.

Notification and Certificate of Status

What is Inkan (Seal)?
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In Japan, personal seals, carved with the family name or first name (also
known as Inkan or Hanko), are used in the same way as legal signatures.
Individuals may use more than one seal (see below), but the imprint of
the seal you use to authorize important documents involving legal
matters should be officially registered at the City Office. When you
authorize important documents, the official Seal Registration Certificate
(Inkan Shomeisho) issued by the City Office should be attached to
certify the authenticity of the seal you are using. This officially registered
seal is called the Jitsu-in and is required for all documents involving
contracts and rights. Other unofficial seals used casually for everyday
purposes are called private seals (Mitome-in).

* In order to register a seal for a name written in kafakana, it is necessary to
register the katakana notation for the name of the principal. (Only for
foreign nationals whose name is not written in Japanese £anji characters.)

@®Ready-made seals are not safe
To ensure avoidance of error or misuse, readymade seals mass-produced by
machine are not recommended for registration.

@®Some seals cannot be registered

The following types of seals cannot be registered: seals with indefinite

impressions; seals made of rubber; seals, such as in the form of a ring, that are

subject to deformation; seals in which hiragana or katakana characters are

used in place of kanji characters, or vice versa; alternate forms of the kanji

character in the name; seals without an enclosing outline; seals with broken

or non-continuous enclosing outlines; and incuse seals.

Other types of seals may also be deemed ineligible for registration. Please

inquire for further information.

* A seal using letters that are not registered in the Resident Record cannot
be registered.

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The Tax System in Japan
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Paying taxes is compulsory for residents in Japan, regardless of
citizenship. Taxes to be paid include National Taxes such as the Personal
Income Tax and Corporate Tax and Regional Taxes such as the
Resident Tax.

The City Office provides various convenient administrative services for
residents. The Resident Tax is designed to cover the cost of
administrative services rendered to residents according to each
individual’s ability to assume financial responsibility. The Resident Tax
consists of a Metropolitan Inhabitants Tax and Special City Resident
Tax. Because both taxes are calculated on the basis of the previous year’s
annual income, the city levies the taxes and collection of payment.
Municipal taxes levied by the city include the Special City Resident
Tax, Light Motor Vehicle Tax, Tobacco Tax and Bathing Tax.

[ Special City Resident Tax

Those Subject to Taxation and Tax Reporting

Residents in the city as of January 1 and receiving more than a certain level
of income in Japan during the previous year are subject to taxation. The
Special City Resident Tax represents the sum of a fixed per-capita tax plus an
income-based tax calculated on the previous year’s income.

Those with business establishments and real estate properties in the city are
subject to the per-capita tax even if they are not residents of the city.

The Special City Resident Tax return should be filed by March 15 every year.
However if you have already filed your income tax return, or have no income
for the previous year other than your salary, you do not have to file a return

with the Taxation Affairs Section.

Paying the Special City Resident Tax

®Salaried taxpayers

Resident Taxes are withheld from your monthly salary from June
through May of the following year, and paid to the City by your
employer.
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@®Non-salaried taxpayers

The Tax Administration Division will send you an annual tax notice, which is
typically paid in four installments (June, August, October and January of the
following year). Payments may be made at financial institutions such as,
banks, credit associations (Shinyo Kinko), post offices and certain

convenience stores.

@®Account transfer system

The account transfer system is highly recommended for payment of taxes.
You can conveniently arrange to have the tax amount automatically
transferred from your bank account to the tax authorities without going to
the city office or to a financial institution every time. To apply for this service,
bring the following to the Tax Administration Division or your financial
institution: your bankbook, your personal seal for the account, and your tax

statement (or tax notice).

l Light Motor Vehicle Tax

Motorcycle and/or light vehicle ownership is subject to taxation as of April 1.
A tax notice will be sent in the beginning of May. This should be paid by the
end of May at financial institutions such as banks, credit associations (Shinyo
Kinko), post offices and certain convenience stores.

If you discarded, sold or transferred your vehicle, or if you moved out of
Bunkyo City, please complete the necessary procedures at the Tax Affairs
Section.

Even if you have declared scrapping or transferral of ownership of your light
vehicle by the middle of the last fiscal year, you will be taxed for ownership

during the current year.

Japan has an all-inclusive health insurance system in which all residents
of the country are enrolled in some form of public health insurance. In
this mutual assistance system, the subscribing members pay premiums
according to their income. There are two main public health insurance
programs:

+ Employee Health Insurance: Employees are automatically enrolled in
this program when they enter a company.

* Health Insurance: All those who are not enrolled in Employee Health
Insurance are eligible for this program.

Once you have subscribed to either of these insurance programs, you
will receive a National Health Insurance Card. Please submit this card

to the reception desk of any medical care institution when you seek first

medical examination and upon your first visit of any given month.

How to Pay Insurance Premiums

@®Payment by payment slip

Premiums are due by the deadline. Payment using the payment slip can be
made at financial institutions such as banks, credit associations (Shinyo
Kinko) and Japan Post Bank, designated convenience stores or a National
Health Insurance and Pension Division counter.

However, payment cannot be made at a convenience store if the payment slip
does not have a bar code, the payment deadline on the payment slip has

passed, or the amount per slip exceeds 300,000 yen.

@Payment by account transfer
Payment can be made automatically through account transfer from a bank,

credit association (Shinyo Kinko) or a Japan Post Bank savings account.

@®Reduction of insurance premiums

Annual insurance premiums are based on income earned in Japan during the
previous year. Those who have only recently entered Japan are entitled to a
reduction of insurance premiums on request.

To calculate the premium, an income declaration for all insured is necessary.

Please submit the declaration to the Tax Administration Division (Civic

Center 10F) or the Tax Office.

M Insurance Benefits

In principle, whenever medical treatment is provided, 30 percent of the cost
must be paid in cash, with National Health Insurance covering the remaining
70 percent. You must submit your National Health Insurance Card at the
reception counter of the medical institution where you receive treatment,

otherwise you will be obliged to pay the entire cost.

Services/Treatments Not Covered by National Health Insurance

'The following are not covered by National Health Insurance.

Lump-sum Birth Benefit

If a subscribing member of National Health Insurance gives birth, a benefit
of 420,000 yen per newborn is paid to the head of the family. Pregnancies
that end in stillbirth or miscarriage at any time after 85 days are also eligible

for these benefits (a medical certificate is necessary).

Lump-sum Funeral Benefit

If a subscribing member of National Health Insurance dies, 70,000 yen is

paid towards funeral expenses.

B Immediate Notification of Traffic Accidents

As a rule, medical expenses related to injuries caused by a third party, such as
in a traffic accident, are borne by the party responsible. Even if the responsible
party is unable to bear the cost or reparation is delayed, you can still seek
immediate medical attention. National Health Insurance will temporarily
cover the cost of treatment and invoice the responsible party at a later date. If
you receive medical treatment after a traffic accident caused by a third party,

please be sure to notify the National Health Insurance and Pension Division.
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National Pension Plan

Summary of the National Pension Plan and Other Public Pensions
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Individuals living in Japan, including foreign residents, are required by
law to enroll in the National Pension Plan from the age of 20 to 59, and
to pay the relevant contributions.

The public pension plan system is designed as an intergenerational
support system collectively supported by the entire society.

If, due to restricted income or other reasons, it is difficult to pay your pension
contributions, you may apply for exemption from payment or, if applicable,
for the Special System for Student Payments.

B Lump-sum Withdrawal

If you have contributed to the National Pension Plan and/or other pension
plans for a total of more than six months, are not old enough to receive the
Basic Pension for the Elderly, and are leaving Japan, you may receive a lump-
sum withdrawal payment if you apply within two years of your departure.

M Social Security Agreements with Other Nations

Japan maintains bilateral agreements with certain countries to prevent
duplicate participation in pension systems and to reflect contributions made
to the foreign pension system.

On application, the association of certified long-term care will examine the
applicant’s needs and obtain an opinion from his or her physician. After a
review of the results of the examination, the applicant will be notified of the

level of long-term care he or she can receive.

(2 Home care (long-term care prevention) service plan (care plan)
A long-term care special supporting worker (care manager) will create a plan
to provide appropriate services for those who require long-term care and wish
to receive care at home. When those eligible wish to make use of the services,
a long-term care prevention plan will be created at an Advisory Center for

Senior Citizens.

3 Using long-term care services

To take advantage of long-term care services, you must contract with a service
provider or long-term care facility. Long-term Care Insurance enrollees pay

Only if the mother is unable to read Japanese, two-language
versions of the Maternal and Child Health Handbook with Japanese plus
English, Chinese, Korean or other language will be provided.

I Trash Disposal

Burnable trash, non-burnable trash and recyclable sources should be deposited

at designated waste collection points (resource recovery and trash container
collection points) for regular collection by the city’s collection trucks. The
collection schedule varies from area to area. Please check the sign posted at
your local waste collection point or contact Bunkyo Sanitation Center. Trash
must be deposited at your local waste collection point by 8:00 am on the
collection day. Please do not deposit trash after the scheduled collection time,

on the previous night or on days when there is no collection service.
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Burnable Trash (collected twice weekly)

Burnable household trash, such as kitchen garbage and paper scraps, is
collected twice a week on Monday and Thursday, or Tuesday and Friday, or
Wednesday and Saturday, depending on the area. Trash must be disposed of
in containers with lids or in transparent or semi-transparent plastic bags
sold at supermarkets and other stores specifically for this purpose.
Examples of Burnable Trash

Kitchen garbage (must be well drained), paper scraps, wood chips,
disposable diapers (with soiling removed), sanitary napkins, cloth, plastic,

vinyl, polystyrene foam, etc.

Non-burnable Trash (collected twice monthly)

Objects of metal or glass are categorized as non-burnable trash and collected by
area on designated days. Such trash must be disposed of in containers with lids
or transparent or semi-transparent plastic bags so the contents can be confirmed.
Examples of Non-burnable Trash

Metal, glass, ceramic, pocket body warmers
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Materials containing mercury (fluorescent light-tubes, batteries, measuring
devices) must be disposed of separately from other non-burnable trash.
Fluorescent light-tubes must be placed in their original product packages or
wrapped in paper. Measuring devices containing mercury must be placed in

bags through which the content can be visually checked.

Resources (collected once weekly)

Paper, food and beverage bottles and cans, PET bottles, acrosol cans (emptied
of gas) are considered resources and collected by area on designated days.
Papers should be sorted by type (newspapers, magazines or fiberboard) and
bound with string. Bottles, cans and PET bottles should be rinsed clean and

deposited in the appropriate containers at waste collection points.

Large Trash (application and fee required)

Items you wish to dispose of that are larger than 30cm on one side, such as
furniture, audio systems, etc. are categorized as large items. You must apply to
the Large Trash Reception Center to have these objects collected. Attach a
prepaid sticker available at convenience stores to the objects you wish to dispose
of and deposit them in front of your home or in front of the entrance hall of

your apartment complex, first floor, by 8:00 on the designated collection day.

How to Dispose of Resources
